She understands what the Apostles still do not, because 

she was overshadowed by the Holy Spirit since Christ’s 

conception.She experienced the deep mysteries of her son’s 

birth, death, resurrection and ascension, 

offering us peace and knowing of Christ’s return.   

The Apostles look to the heavens, their hands outstretched 

and waving, asking questions until the very end.  Even 

though Jesus taught them over the course of three years, the 

Apostles still had not fully grasped Jesus’ teachings, asking, 

“Lord, will you at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?”
